Work Trends

How will we all work in the future? We asked Peter James, HR Director of Management En-
terprises, to give us his views. This is what he said. People currently spend too many hours at work
and too many hours travelling to and from work. I don’t think this will change much — in fact, com-
panies will expect everyone to occasionally work at weekends. But in the future I think that more
people will work at home and will use e-mail more to communicate with each other. Business travel
will become less frequent as people hold their meetings using video conferences.

I think we’ll also see more technology in the workplace. Many people enjoy working in offic-
es that offer all the latest equipment, so companies will have to work hard to offer the best machines
and software on the market in order to ensure that these people choose to work for them, not their
rivals. The increased use of e-mail will mean that there will be less face-to-face communication, alt-
hough, of course, e-mail will never be able to replace social interaction entirely. Companies will,
though, have to arrange more out-of-hours activities for staff, such as a meal in a restaurant after
work or a weekend break in the country, so that colleagues can meet and socialise effectively.

In my opinion, women will reshape the workplace more in the future as they start to take on
more senior jobs in companies. This will not just be in traditional areas for women such as human
resources, but also in finance. Training, too, will change. People will still need initial training when
they start a new job, and they will also continue to need on-going training, particularly in using the
new technology in their workplace. However, | think the way training is delivered will change. |
don’t think staff will be able to attend classes outside the company any more. They will have to study
at their desks; e-learning will become the most usual form of training for all employees, even for
managers.

Although job security is already an issue in some companies, | think the situation will become
much worse. People will have to change jobs more often, perhaps after only one or two months, and
people will have to work for more than one organization at a time. I don’t think salaries will increase,
but people will be expected to take on more responsibility. I think that employees will therefore find
it difficult to remain motivated and loyal to the company, or companies, they are working for.

Structure of Research
J..Davidson

Most research projects share the same general structure. You might think of this structure as
following the shape of an hourglass. The research process usually starts with a broad area of interest,
the initial problem that the researcher wishes to study. For instance, the researcher could be interested
in how to use computers to improve the performance of students in mathematics. However, this ini-
tial interest is far too broad to study in any single research project (it might not even be addressable in
a lifetime of research). The researcher has to narrow the question down to one that can reasonably be
studied in a research project. This might involve formulating a hypothesis or a focus question. For
instance, the researcher might hypothesize that a particular method of computer instruction in math
will improve the ability of elementary school students in a specific district. At the narrowest point of
the research hourglass, the researcher is engaged in direct measurement or observation of the ques-
tion of interest. Once the basic data is collected, the researcher begins to try to understand it, usually
by analyzing it in a variety of ways. Even for a single hypothesis, there are a number of analyses a
researcher might typically conduct. At this point, the researcher begins to formulate some initial con-
clusions about what happened because of the computerized math program. Finally, the researcher of-
ten will attempt to address the original broad question of interest by generalizing from the results of
this specific study to other related situations.

Early in life, children in all societies arc shaped to fit male or female roles. Certain female
roles exist because the woman bears children and nurses them. It seems likely that during the long
period of man's early development the female was assigned work roles around the camp site because
of her child-bearing and child-rearing functions while the males engaged in hunting, other food gath-
ering, and fighting.

Nature has also endowed the male of the human species with superior strength. This biologi-
cal characteristic helps to account for a variety of roles assigned to the male.

Biology and culture have combined to produce various assumptions about male and female
personalities. Women are often assumed to be timid, submissive, and unfit to cope with life outside
the home. Men arc assumed to be dominant aggressive, and fitted for complex affairs, outside the
home.

In our country we consider that men should do most of the heavy work. In Asia and the Mid-
dle East, women carry stone and mortar, and mud from irrigation ditches, in baskets on their heads.
In Europe, peasant women have done much of the work in field.

Our own society has ascribed sex roles to women which influence their educational achieve-
ment, social patterns of dating and marriage, and their work roles. Men have traditionally been given
more opportunities to achieve than women. Although men and women may be of equal ability, men
receive the greater rewards for achievement.

In the traditional view the function of a man's education is to teach him a skill, trade, or pro-
fession which will enable him to support a wife and family. The role of the woman, according to cus-
tom, is the physical care of house and children. In the traditional view educational opportunity for
women is something of a luxury.

Five role stages are observed in the life of the modem woman.

(1)  Once a woman has finished her education, she usually works for a short time, thus tak-
ing on an occupational role.

(2)  Sooner or later she may add the role of wife and combine it with her occupational role
until the first child is born. Some women never assume the role of wife or mother.

(3) A new series of roles is added with the birth of the children. She may find herself as-
suming other roles as well: leader of a Cub Scout troop, or adviser to her daughter’s social club.

(4)  Some women resume working soon after the birth of children. Others wait until the
oldest child enters school or until all the children leave home. For many women reentry to the work
world requires retraining or refresher courses in college.

(5) A final transition period comes in the later years when she retires and returns to the home
full time.

Thus during the life cycle of the modern woman, she will have many roles. A great deal of
flexibility is needed for a smooth transition between changing roles.

Most young women are somewhat confused about what roles they should pursue. Most want
marriage and expect it, but they must think in terms of other roles in case they should not marry, or in
case marriage should be delayed, or in case of divorce or premature death of the husband. And they
must also think in terms of what work roles would go well with marriage.



Today there arc greater demands for women to achieve outside the home. A nonworking
mother who is as capable as her husband may feel that the sacrifices she has been asked to make to
further her husband's career have left her with little personality of her own.

When the wife has never experienced economic independence, she is less likely to challenge
her husband's authority. The modem working mother, particularly one who helps support her family,
is less willing to accept a position of inferiority to her hushand.

Among lower-income families in our society, financial difficulties often cause problems in
social adjustment. It may be particularly damaging to a man's self-esteem when he must rely upon his
wife to help support the family. That failure to provide adequately for his family makes him unable to
perform other male roles. Friction between husband and wife can result from this frustration. Many
marriage problems stem from role conflicts. When a couple can work out complementary roles, they
arc able to establish a more cooperative relationship and increase their chances of a happy marriage.

One of the major forces of social change in the world today is urbanization, the increase in the
proportion of the population living in cities. According to sociologist Kingsley Davis, before 1850 no
society could be described as urbanized. Today all industrialized nations are highly urbanized, and
the world as a whole is rapidly becoming so.

A city is a place where a large number of people live and work in close proximity. It is also a
place where people of many different life styles, occupations, and norms and values live together.

Cities bring out the best and the worst in man. They represent his most civilized achievements
in architecture, painting, music and sculpture. Cities bring out man's most inventive talents. City man
is also tolerant of different life styles. And he expects tomorrow to be different. Yet in many ways
man hates the city. He is critical of it. He often leaves it for the more restful countryside.

Cities have many problems. Everybody can state them clearly: cities are threatened by crime
in the streets, by impure air and water, by din of noise, by breakdowns in public transportation. They
arc burdened by high taxes and inflationary prices.

What is Delinquency?

When a felony or serious misdemeanor is committed by a young person the act is labeled a
delinquency. But state laws which define delinquency generally name, in addition to the usual crimi-
nal violations, a number of other acts. These include incorrigibility (being unmanageable), "knowing-
ly associating with immoral persons”, "growing up in idleness", truancy, "idly roaming the streets at
night", and running away from home.

A young person may have committed one or more delinquencies and yet not be a delinquent
in the eyes of the law. In legal terms a juvenile delinquent is a young person under a stated age who
has been judged delinquent by some court for illegal or offensive conduct. In a recent year police
made almost 1/4 million arrests of juveniles for other than traffic violations. About 46 percent of
these cases were handled within police departments, and the juveniles were released, usually after a
warning. Most of the remaining cases were referred to juvenile courts.

Many illegal or offensive acts go unreported. An eight-year study of 114 problem boys in
Massachusetts revealed over six thousand infractions of the law, but only 95 of these acts (less than
1.5 percent) became a matter of official complaint. Often, then, it is mere chance or whim that some
misbehaving youth are labeled delinquent while other cases go unreported or are handled informally
by parents.

To psychologists and social workers the delinquent is a youngster who habitually meets his
personal, social problems through open and aggressive behavior not approved by society generally.
For the delinquent this aggressive behavior is his way of solving his problem.

Using either the legal or the socio-psychological definition, it is clear that only a small per-
cent of youth arc delinquent. The present generation of American adolescents are independent, in-
ventive, self-sufficient, and responsible. They are on their way to successful adulthood. It is unfortu-
nate, indeed, that some fail.




Few adults convicted of crime engage in illegal activities as an occupation - or even as a
regular side line. Neither do most young persons arrested for delinquent acts. A high proportion of
teenagers who become entangled with the law grow up to be law-abiding citizens. But data show that
the persistent adult law violator almost invariably has a record of delinquency as a youth.

Fake news or junk news is a type of yellow journalism or propaganda that consists of deliber-

ate disinformation spread via traditional print and broadcast news media or online social media. The
false information is often caused by reporters paying sources for stories, an unethical practice called
checkbook journalism.

Fake news is written and published usually with the intent to mislead in order to damage an
agency, or person, and/or gain financially or politically, often using sensationalist, dishonest, or fab-
ricated headlines to increase readership. Similarly, clickbait stories and headlines earn advertising
revenue from this activity.

Fake news undermines serious media coverage and makes it more difficult for journalists to
cover significant news stories. An analysis by found that the top 20 fake news stories about the 2016
U.S. presidential election received more engagement on Facebook than the top 20 election stories
from 19 major media outlets.

The term is also at times used to cast doubt upon legitimate news from an opposing political
standpoint, a tactic known as the lying press. During and after his presidential campaign and election,
Donald Trump popularized the term "fake news" in this sense when he used it to describe the nega-
tive press coverage of himself.
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
