Since the technology of any age is founded upon the materials of the age, the era of new
materials will have a profound effect on engineering of the future. Not only new materials, but
related, and equally important, new and improved and less wasteful processes for the shaping,
treating and finishing of both traditional and new materials are continuously being developed.

It is important that an engineer should be familiar with them. These include casting, injection
molding and rotational molding of components of ever increasing size, complexity and accuracy;
manufacture of more complex components by powder metallurgy techniques; steel forming and
casting processes based on new, larger and more mechanized machines, giving reduced waste
and closer tolerances; the avoidance of waste in forging by the use of powder metallurgy or cast
press forms and new finishing processes for metals and plastics, just to name a few. A high pro-
portion of these processes is aimed at the production of complex, accurate shapes with a much
smaller number of operations and with far less waste than the traditional methods of metal manu-
facture.

A capacitor is an electrical device for storing quantities of electricity. The general form of
a capacitor is what of two parallel conducting plates.

Such plates are of relatively large area, close together, and contain between them a non-
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conducting medium called the dielectric common dielectric are air, glass, oil and waxed paper.
To increase the capacitance of a capacitor the following changes can be made: first, the area of
the plates may be increased. Second, the plates may be put closer together. Third, a more suitable
dielectric may be inserted between the plates.

If the plates of a capacitor are small in area and far apart, the capacitance is small. If the
area is large and plates close together, the capacitance is large. The unit of capacitance, the farad,
named in honour of Michael Faraday scientist a capacitance of 1 farad is very large and for prac-
tical purposes is not used. The microfarad is more convenient. Capacitors in common use today
are of various kinds, sizes and shapes. Perhaps the most common is the so-called «paper capaci-
tor» used in radios and the ignition system of automobiles another type of capacitor is the varia-
ble capacitor commonly used in tuning radios.

Michael Faraday (1791-1867), a physicist and chemist, contributed greatly to the devel-
opment of modern science. In 1825 he discovered benzene. However, it is with electricity and
electrochemistry that his name is usually linked. He discovered the connection between electrici-
ty and magnetism and showed that electromagnetic induction was possible. He used induction to
produce the first electrical generator and the first transformer. He was also the discoverer of the
laws that control the process of electrolysis.

Isaac Newton (1643-1727), one of the greatest scientists of all time, discovered the meth-
od of fluxions, later known as the calculus. It was a most important mathematical invention. His
second major work was the discovery of the law of gravitation. Then came the formulation of
Newton’s three laws of motion, the analysis by experiment of white light and the nature of col-
ours, and research on a new type of telescope, called the reflecting telescope. His main publica-
tion was “Mathematical Principles of Natural Philosophy”, of which there have been several edi-
tions. The whole development of modern science begins with this great book.

In the beginning of the 17th century Sir William Gilbert discovered that many substances
could be electrified by friction. Gilbert named this effect «electric» after the world «electron» -
the Greek name for amber. In 1756 the great Russian scientist M. V. Lomonosov was the first to
make theoretical analysis of electrical phenomena.

At present the nature of electrification is explanted by the electron theory. According to
the modern theory all matter is composed of atoms or tiny particles. There are many kinds of at-
oms. Each atom consists of a nucleus, a small positively charged mass and a number of lighter
negatively charged particles called electrons, which revolve around the nucleus. Normally each
atom of a substance is electrically neutral, or it has equal amounts of negative and positive
charges, i.e. produces no electrical effects. If the number of negative charges is not equal to the
number of positive charges, the matter will produce electrical effects.

When an electric charge is at rest it is spoken of as static electricity, but when it is in mo-
tion it is referred to as an electric current. In most cases, an electric current is described as a flow
of electric charges along a conductor.

Not all substances are good conductors of electricity, as a general rule metals are good
conductors of electricity, whereas nonmetals are poor conductors. The poorest of conductors are
commonly called insulators or nonconductors. There are a large number of substances that are
neither good conductors of electricity nor good insulators. These substances are called semi-
conductors. An electric current which flows in the same direction through a conductor or a cur-
rent which does not change its polarity is called a direct current or a continuous current. Its ab-
breviation is D. C. An alternating current (A. C.) flows first in one direction and then in the oth-
er.

An electric circuit is a path through which an electric current flows. This is a complete
path along which electrons can transmit their charges. An electric circuit includes a battery, gen-
erator, or magnetic means for producting current flow. Some portion of the circuit is made to do
useful work.

The circuit is said to be open when no charges can move due to a break in the path. The
circuit is said to be closed when no break exists-when switches are closed and all connections are
properly made.

Special symbols are used to show electrical systems. There is a wide range of these sym-
bols. There are some of them which are used when we draw circuits. And now look at the dia-
gram of series and parallel arrangements.

Tekcr OJI YTCHUS U IOHUMAaHUA

An Italian scientist Alessandro Volta made a lot of experiments with electricity. Batteries
as sources of electrical energy are the result of his experiments.

Today battery cells are produced in two common forms: dry cells, used in flashlights,
portable radios, clocks, cameras and (well) wet cells, used in automobiles, airplanes, boats.

The voltaic cell is composed of three parts: a pair of dissimilar metal plates called elec-
trodes, a dilute acid solution called electrolyte, and a nonconducting container called the cell. In
a glass container filled with sulphuric acid there are two plates: one copper and are connected by
a copper wire, electricity will flow through it from the copper plate to the zinc plate.

For the voltaic cell the copper plate is the positive electrode and the zinc plate the nega-
tive electrode a copper wire will convey electricity and is called an electrical conductor. Copper,
aluminium and silver are good conductors. They must be surrounded by protective material
which does not conduct electricity. Such materials are called electrical insulators (glass, wood,
rubber, some plastics, insulation tape)
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Remember that faulty insulation is dangerous and leads to unwanted electrical flow and
probably to local overheating.
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
