ELECTROCHEMICAL EFFECT

The chemical effect of an electric current is the basis of the electroplating industry; the flow of
electric current between two electrodes (one being known as the anode and the other as the cath-
ode) in a liquid (the electrolyte) causes material to be lost from one of the electrodes and depos-
ited on the other. The converse is true, that is, chemical action can produce an e.m.f. (for exam-
ple, in an electric battery). 40 All these electrochemical effects depend on the electrolyte. The
majority of pure liquids are good insulators (for example, pure water is a good insulator), but
liquids containing salts will conduct electricity. You should also note that some liquids such as
mercury (which is a liquid metal) are good conductors.

What is heat?

Heat is a form of energy and is due to the motion of the molecules of which all substances are
composed. The effect of adding heat to a substance is simply to increase the speed at which its
molecules move, and thereby their energy.

What is cold?

Cold is a rather vague term used to denote a comparative lack of heat.

What is temperature?

Temperature is a measure of the intensity of heat in a substance and of its ability to pass its heat
into anything at a lower temperature than itself.

How is temperature measured?

It is done by taking advantage of one of two facts: firstly that the electrical resistance at the junc-
tion of two different metals (a thermocouple) varies according to the temperature, and secondly
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that the volume of a body varies with its temperature. In the first case a constant voltage is ap-
plied to the junction of the two metals, and the resulting current is measured with an ammeter
calibrated in degrees of temperature; as the temperature at the junction varies, so will the current
flowing and therefore the indicating hand on the dial of the instrument. The distance between the
thermocouple and the indicator is immaterial, and this form of measurement is very suited to re-
mote temperature reading.

What are the principal ways in which heat is produced?

The sun provides the earth with a continuous supply of heat. Many chemical reactions result in
the formation of molecules which have a smaller store of heat energy than those from which they
were produced, the difference is transferred to the surroundings which are thereby heated. Com-
bustion is the most important case of such a chemical change. In human beings, animals, plants
and even vegetables and fruits after gathering, a kind of slow combustion is always in progress,
so that these also are sources of heat. Whenever two substances are in contact and one moves
relatively to the other, the energy which has to be expended in producing the movement, that is
to say in overcoming frictional resistance, appears as heat. Thus pumping water through a pipe,
or circulating air through a duct by means of a fan, or driving a machine of any kind, are all pro-
cesses in which the energy expended is converted into heat. The compression of gas produces
heat because the piston or other moving surface which pushes the molecules of gas forward
“speeds them up”. Whenever an electric current flows, the electrical energy appears as heat di-
rectly, as in the case of an electric heater or lamp, or part of it does so while the rest is converted
into mechanical power and so ultimately into heat, as in the electric motor.

What is boiling point?

When a liquid contained in a vessel having an opening to permit the exit of vapour is heated, its
vapour pressure rises and eventually reaches that of the surrounding atmosphere. When this hap-
pens, the liquid boils and the temperature at which it does so is known as the boiling point for
that particular pressure. It is therefore the temperature at which the saturation pressure of the va-
pour equals that of the atmosphere. When the liquid is in a closed vessel or system in contact on-
ly with its own vapour, the term boiling point is not very appropriate. It is preferable to speak of
the saturation temperature, which is the temperature of the liquid surface corresponding to the
pressure of the vapour in contact with it.

What happens to a gas which is allowed to expand in an engine cylinder? Conversely to the
compression of a gas, the work done by an expanding gas is produced at the expense of the heat
contained in the gas, which therefore falls in temperature.

What is the triple point? If a closed vessel containing only a pure liquid and its vapour is cooled,
the pressure will fall with the temperature in accordance with the pressure — temperature curve
for saturated vapour

A temperature will be reached at which the liquid begins to freeze. Any further reduction in tem-
perature will cause the transformation of the liquid into solid. This temperature and its corre-
sponding pressure are known as the triple point for the particular substance. Only at this tem-
perature and pressure can the substance exist simultaneously in solid, liquid and vapour forms.

What is refrigeration? Refrigeration is the transfer of heat from a substance to be cooled
to somewhere else. As heat flows naturally from any body into any other colder body with which
it is in contact, refrigeration is simple when a supply of some suitable colder substance is availa-
ble. For example, fish can be cooled by packing ice around them.
Where a suitable colder substance is not available then one has to be produced, a complicated
procedure involving the expenditure of energy: it is a process of this kind that is usually implied
when the term refrigeration is used.
Nearly all refrigerating plants utilize the lowering of temperature which results from the con-
trolled evaporation of a liquefied gas. When only small refrigerating effects are required they can
be obtained by the direct application of electricity through a suitable thermocouple.
How does such a thermocouple operate? In its simplest form a thermoelectric cooling device
consists of pairs of semiconductor blocks connected in series and arranged as a sandwich, one
face of which becomes hot and the other cold when a suitable direct current is applied. Therefore
in effect, heat is taken from one side and discharged on the other an ample heat sink being pro-
vided for its removal.
What is a heat sink? A heat sink is a means for disposing of unwanted heat, usually by using it to
increase the temperature of water, which is then run to waste.

Science and Technology

Science problems can be roughly classified as analytic and synthetic. In analytic problems we
seek the principles of the most profound natural processes, the scientist working always at the
edge of the unknown. This is the situation today, for instance, within the two extremes of re-
search in physics - elementary particle physics and astrophysics - both concerned with the prop-
erties of matter, one on the smallest, and the other on the grandest scale. Research objectives in
these fields are determined by the internal logic of the development of the field itself. Revolu-
tionary shocks to the foundations of scientific ideas can be anticipated from these very areas.

As to synthetic problems, they are more often studied because of the possibilities which they
hold for practical applications, immediate and distant, than because their solution is called for by
the logic of science. This kind of motivation strongly influences the nature of scientific thinking
and the methods employed in solving problems. Instead of the traditional scientific question:
"How is this to be explained?"” the question behind the research becomes "How is this to be
done?" The doing involves the production of a new substance or a new process with certain pre-
determined characteristics. In many areas of science, the division between science and technolo-
gy is being erased and the chain of researching gradually becomes the sequence of technological
and engineering stages involved in working out a problem.

In this sense, science is a Janus-headed figure. On the one hand, it is pure science, striving to
reach the essence of the laws of the material world. On the other hand, it is the basis of a new
technology, the workshop of bold technical ideas, and the driving force behind continuous tech-
nical progress.

In popular books and journals we often read that science is making greater strides every year,
that in various fields of science discovery is followed by discovery in a steady stream of increas-
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ing significance and that one daring theory opens the way to the next. Such may be the impres-
sion with research becoming a collective doing and scientific data exchange a much faster pro-
cess. Every new idea should immediately be taken up and developed further, forming the initial

point of an avalanche-like process.
