It is durable, easy to maintain, and long lasting, so it is a relatively economical flooring material.
However it is also very hard, and is susceptible to water damage if it is not properly installed. It
is also quite heavy, limiting the areas that it can be used in to some extent... ... Another popular
space for brick floors is in commercial kitchens. Easy to clean, stain and slip resistant, and
featuring a variety of attractive earth tone colors, brick floors will often pair with brick ovens and
other features in the space to create an integrated look.

To meet the cultural, social, and physical requirements of the residents, and to provide a
safe dwelling to shelter them from the hazards that may impact from their environment, a house
must be properly designed. In order that the house provides for all the family needs, and keeps
them and their loved ones and belongings safe, the following aspects of a house or a structure
must be considered in the design: a safe house must be based on a strong foundation and
therefore this must be given primary attention. Problems with foundations not properly designed
lead to unequal settlement, cracking of walls and floor, and structural weakness. To resist outside
forces, a house needs a coherent and simple structure.

Building material is any material used for construction purpose such as materials for house
building. Wood, cement, aggregates, metals, bricks, concrete, clay are the most common type of
building material used in construction. The choices of these are based on their cost effectiveness
for building projects.

Many naturally occurring substances, such as clay, sand, wood and rocks, even twigs and
leaves have been used to construct buildings. Apart from naturally occurring materials, many
man-made products are in use, some more and some less synthetic.

The manufacture of building materials is an established industry in many countries and the
use of these materials is typically segmented into specific specialty trades, such as carpentry,
plumbing, roofing and insulation work. This reference deals with habitats and structures
including homes.

Example of bad and good location. This house is located on a river bed, close to running
water, where it is very vulnerable to flooding. Not only the house, but also its contents are
vulnerable to destruction due to heavy rains. Houses should not be built in such obviously
vulnerable locations, or if they are, they should be designed to resist the hazards of their location.

Liquefaction. Example of a well built and well-structured house that was not quite finished

when a major hazard struck. The house was structurally good but the foundations were poor for
this location. Due to a major earthquake the foundations suffered from liquefaction of the
ground, and due to the weight of the house, it subsided unevenly into the ground.

This regularly structured building is able to withstand the impact of hazards. Notice the
structure of columns and floors which are all joined to each other in a regular format.
Overhanging parts of the building are all well supported by continuous columns to the
foundations.

SURVEYS

Cadastral surveys document the boundaries of land ownership, by the production of
documents, diagrams, sketches, plans (plats in USA), charts, and maps. They were originally
used to ensure reliable facts for land valuation and taxation. An example from early England is
the Domesday Book in 1086. Napoleon established a comprehensive cadastral system for
France that is regarded as the forerunner of most modern versions. The Public Lands Survey
System is a cadastral survey of the United States originating in legislation from 1785, after
international recognition of the United States. The Dominion Land Survey is a similar cadastral
survey conducted in Western Canada begun in 1871 after the creation of the Dominion of
Canada in 1867. Both cadastral surveys are made relative to principal meridian and baselines.
These cadastral surveys divided the surveyed areas into townships, square land areas of
approximately 36 square miles (six miles by six miles; some very early surveys in Ohio created
25 square mile townships when the design of the system was being explored). These townships
are divided into sections, each approximately one-mile square. Unlike in Europe this cadastral
survey largely preceded settlement and as a result greatly influenced settlement patterns.
Properties are generally rectangular, boundary lines often run on cardinal bearings, and parcel
dimensions are often in fractions or multiples of chains. Land descriptions in Western North
America are principally based on these land surveys.

PRINCIPLES OF CADASTRAL SURVEYING

A common use of a survey is to determine a legal property boundary. The first stage in
such a survey, known as a resurvey, is to obtain copies of the deed description and all other
available documents from the owner. The deed description is that of the deed and not a tax
statement or other incomplete document. The surveyor should then obtain copies of deed
descriptions and maps of the adjoining properties, any records from the municipality or county,
utility maps, and any records of surveys. Depending on which region the survey is located in,
some or most of this information may not be available or even exist. Whether the information
exists or not, a thorough search should be conducted so that no records are overlooked. Copies of
deeds usually can be located in the government recorder's office, and maps or plats can usually
be found at the recorder or surveyor's office. These arrangements will vary state-to-state and
survey-system-to-survey system, so some familiarity may be needed. When all the records are
assembled, the surveyor examines the documents for errors, such as closure errors. When a metes
and bounds description is involved, the seniority of the deeds must be determined. The title
abstract usually gives the order of seniority for the deeds related to the tract being surveyed and
should be used if available. After this data is gathered and analyzed the field survey may
commence.
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
