Many of the problems regarding health professionals today are of critical importance to the
engineer. Such problems involve the fundamental aspects of device and systems analysis, design,
and practical application. All of these problems lie at the heart of processes that are principal to
engineering practice. These medically relevant design problems can range from very complex
large-scale constructs to the creation of relatively small and “simple” devices. For example, from
hospital information systems to recording electrodes and transducers used to monitor the activity
of specific physiological processes.

**k*k

The term biomedical engineering seems to have the most difficult meaning. Biomedical
engineers apply electrical, chemical, optical, mechanical, and other engineering principles in their
work. They use them to understand, modify, or control biological ( that is human and animal)
systems. When a biomedical engineer works within a hospital or clinic, he or she is more properly
called a clinical engineer.

Though, this theoretical distinction is not always noticed in practice, since many profes-
sionals working within U.S. hospitals today continue to be called biomedical engineers. The range
of activity of biomedical engineers is tremendous. The field has moved significantly from being
concerned primarily with the development of medical devices in the 1950s and 1960s to include a
more wide-ranging set of activities. The sphere of biomedical engineering now has many new
career areas.

*k*k

A biomedical equipment technician (BMET), also called medical equipment repairer, car-
ries the responsibility for maintaining and repairing medical equipment. What exactly do they do?
They maintain, calibrate, adjust, and repair many different types of medical equipment. They are
able to work on medical imaging equipment such as x-rays, electric wheelchairs, defibrillators,
patient monitors, and other specific dental or optometric equipment. Biomedical technicians will
use hand tools, but will also use software, electronic tools, multi meters, and smoldering irons to
complete the repair on sophisticated medical equipment. While repairs on some equipment are
only performed when necessary, such as with wheelchairs, some comprehensive machines need to
be regularly examined and maintained to ensure accuracy for the physician relying on them.

*kx

Biomedical engineering is a highly interdisciplinary field, influenced by various other en-
gineering and medical fields. This often happens with newer disciplines, as they gradually appear
in their own right after evolving from special applications of extant disciplines. Due to this variety,
it is typical for a biomedical engineer to concentrate on a particular subfield or group of related
subfields. There are many different taxonomic breakdowns within BME, as well as varying views
about how best to arrange them and manage any internal overlap.

Sometimes, disciplines within BME are classified by their association(s) with other, more
established engineering fields, which can include:

Chemical engineering - often associated with biochemical, cellular, molecular and tissue
engineering, biomaterials, and biotransport.



Electrical engineering - often associated with bioelectrical and neural engineering, bioin-
strumentation, biomedical imaging, and medical devices. This also tends to encompass Optics and
Optical engineering - biomedical optics, imaging and related medical devices.

Medical devices is an extremely broad category—essentially covering all health care prod-
ucts that do not achieve their intended results through predominantly chemical (e.g., pharmaceu-
ticals) or biological (e.g., vaccines) means, and do not involve metabolism.

A medical device is intended for use in the diagnosis of disease or other conditions, or in
the cure, mitigation, treatment, or prevention of disease.

Some examples include pacemakers, infusion pumps, the heart-lung machine, dialysis ma-
chines, artificial organs, implants, artificial limbs, corrective lenses, cochlear implants, ocular
prosthetics, facial prosthetics, somato prosthetics, and dental implants.

Biomedical instrumentation amplifier schematic used in monitoring low voltage biological
signals, an example of a biomedical engineering application of electronic engineering to electro-
physiology.

Stereolithography is a practical example of medical modeling being used to create physical
objects. Beyond modeling organs and the human body, emerging engineering techniques are also
currently used in the research and development of new devices for innovative therapies, treatments,
patient monitoring, of complex diseases.

Medical/biomedical imaging is a major segment of medical devices. This area deals with

enabling clinicians to directly or indirectly "view" things not visible in plain sight (such as due to
their size, and/or location). This can involve utilizing ultrasound, magnetism, UV, radiology, and
other means.
Imaging technologies are often essential to medical diagnosis, and are typically the most complex
equipment found in a hospital including: fluoroscopy, magnetic resonance imaging (MRI), nuclear
medicine, positron emission tomography (PET), PET-CT scans, projection radiography such as X-
rays and CT scans, tomography, ultrasound, optical microscopy, and electron microscopy.

An implant is a kind of medical device made to replace and act as a missing biological
structure (as compared with a transplant, which indicates transplanted biomedical tissue). The sur-
face of implants that contact the body might be made of a biomedical material such as titanium,
silicone or apatite depending on what is the most functional. In some cases, implants contain elec-
tronics, e.g. artificial pacemakers and cochlear implants. Some implants are bioactive, such as
subcutaneous drug delivery devices in the form of implantable pills or drug-eluting stents.
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
